HISTORY

Several breeds were used in the development

of the Pointer as we know it today.
The Spanish Pointer was brought to England
and In the course of its development, was
crossed with the Greyhound, Foxhound and
possibly Bloodhounds and Bull Terriers.

Pointer Art

Artist, Victor Peter. (1840-1918)
French, born and died in Paris.
An accomplished and prolific

exhibited for the first time at the
Salon in 1868 with a painting, but showed animal bronzes
and a few portrait busts there regularly from 1873-1914.

He won several first class and gold awards and was made a
Knight of the Legion d'Honneur in 1900. His
works are in the Caen and the Angers
Museums. His animal works include over one
hundred plaques, medallions and bronzes.




Pointer Art

Giacomo Merculiano 1859-1934
Italian, born in Naples.

Possibly the sculptor who signs himself J. Merculiano.

He studied in Naples and exhibited there as well as In
Palermo. He moved to Paris and became a naturalized
Frenchman, winning an honorable mention in the 1889
Exposition Universelle. He was a portraitist and an animalier.



Pointer Art
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B. 1887-1939 - French artlst Leon Danchin was born in L|IIe In 1887 studied sculpture at
L'Ecole des Beaux Art in Paris and was accepted by the Salon des Artists from the
age of sixteen. Without abandoning his sculpture, he devoted himself to drawing,
painting, watercolours and engraving. His specific interest developed towards
country scenes with particular attention to dogs. Danchin's work is widely recognized
as some of the finest when it comes to the canine species. He specialized in sporting
dogs and his images grace some of the most prestigious homes in the world.
Danchin's fine eye for detail and expression is evident in all of his work.
